
 

Clifford W Ashley (1881-1947) was 
the major figure of 20th Century 
knotting and the author of the 
encyclopaedic Ashley Book of Knots, 
often referred to as the ‘bible’ of 
knotting. He was born on the 18th 
December. That is why the IGKT has 
chosen that date to be World Knot 
Tying Day.

Founded in 1982, the International 
Guild of Knot Tyers, IGKT, is a 
world-wide organisation of people 
of all sorts interested in all kinds 
of knots and knotting techniques, 
whose members meet regularly 
both locally and internationally. 
The Guild produces a quarterly 
magazine called Knotting Matters.
